Place marker (pm) and cont in the 
rnd as foll:

Rnd 2: On Needle 1, knit to last 3 sts, 
k2tog, k1; on Needle 2, knit; on  
Needle 3, k1, ssk, knit to end—2 sts 
dec’d.

Rnd 3: Knit.
Rep Rnds 2 and 3 until 64 (76, 88) sts 
rem, ending with Rnd 2. 

Leg
Join B. Beg and end as specified for your 
size, work Rows 1–78 of Hugs and Kisses 
chart across first 32 (38, 44) sts, then again 
on the next 32 (38, 44) sts so that the 
design completely encircles the leg. Cut 
off B. 
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Hugs and Kisses
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Notes: When working Chart 1 back and forth (on the foot), the even numbered (WS) rows are read from left to right. When working in the round (on the leg), they 
are read from right to left.
Begin and end all rows of the charted pattern on the foot with a chain selvedge: K1 tbl at beg of each row; sl 1 pwise wyif at the end of each row. This is not indicated 
on chart, but must be done for all rows.

 

Hugs and Kisses

Cuff
With A, knit 0 (1, 1) rnd even. Next rnd: *K2, 
p2; rep from * to end of rnd. Cont in rib as 
established for 2½" (6.5 cm). Using larger 
needle, BO all sts extremely loosely.

Finishing
Weave in loose ends. Block lightly.  

•  �When working chart back and forth (on the foot), 
even-numbered (WS) rows are read from left to right. 
When working in the round (on the leg), all rows are 
read from right to left.

•  �Begin and end all rows of the charted pattern on the 
foot with a chain selvedge (see Notes).

•  �To make chart easier to read, make a color copy in an 
enlarged size.
